These items can be taken to the
Scalehouse in Little Forks, Monday - Friday
7:00am - 3:00pm and Saturday 8:00am - 12:00noon.
Not heading out to Little Forks? In Ambherst,
batteries and cellphones can also be taken to the
Canadian Tire customer service desk.

Is there a cost to drop off program material?
There is no fee to drop off your unwanted batteries
and cellphones as Call2Recycle” is funded by
product manufacturers across the globe.

CJSMA sells Grade A compost year round. Compost
can be purchased by the bag for $2.50 or in bulk for
$40.00 per metric tonne (HST Included). We

recommend calling 667-5141 to ensure availability!

Residents are reminded not to place plastic bags in
their green cart as these materials do not break down
during the composting process. As you can see from
the pictures, a large amount of plastic still makes its
way into our facility. Residents are reminded that
they are permitted to use compostable and paper bags
to store organic materials as they decompose rapidly.
